Missing Person vigil set for Sept. 6th;

Six months later, Rosedale woman is still missing

Maryland – Sept. 1, 2005 – The Maryland Missing Persons Network, on behalf of the family and friends of Tracey Gardner-Testo, is reminding all media outlets that Gardner-Tetso is still missing under suspicious circumstances. On September 6th, 2005, 7:30 p.m. family and friends will gather for a vigil honoring the life of the missing. This will be held at the Krispy Kreme Parking lot in the 6600 block of Ritchie Highway, Glen Burnie. We are asking for the media’s help to remind the public of this case, as clues of what happened may come to light now with time passing and relationships changing. 
On March 6, 2005, Tracey Gardner-Testo was supposed to meet up with friends at Motley Crue’s Red, White & Crue 2005 tour stop at MCI Center (DC). Tracey never made it to the concert, and when her friends tried to call her cell phone, it was turned off. On Monday, March 7, Tracey's friend, Christian, who she was supposed to go to the concert with, called her office to see if Tracey had shown up for work. Tracey's supervisor and friend, Monika Barilla, told Christian that Tracey wasn't in yet. Christian told Monika that Tracey had never made it to the concert. By Tuesday, March 8, Tracey was still missing and no one had heard from her. Her friends decided to call the police. 

Police say there is a record of Tracey's car passing through the southbound tube of the Baltimore Harbor Tunnel at 7:48 p.m. the night she went missing. Her last outgoing cell phone call was at 3:05 p.m. when she phoned her friend, Christian, who had bought her the Motley Crue tickets for her birthday. Her car was found March 17 in a Days Inn parking lot in the 6600 block of Ritchie Highway in Glen Burnie. There has been no sign of Gardner since. The case is being treated as a missing person’s file with possible foul play.
The National Victims Rights Foundation, www.victimsrightsfoundation.org, Baltimore County Crime Stoppers, Aggregate Industries where Gardner-Tetso worked as a dispatcher, and the rock band Motley Crue have pledged a reward up to $25,000 for information leading to an arrest of a perpetrator(s) responsible for Mrs. Testo’s disappearance.
